After clarification questions we identified and briefly discussed the following points:
* How much decision making will be done by the future residents?
* Common land - extent, use and responsibilities?
* Common facilities - structures for ownership and management
** should one or two flexi-units be owned collectively - one guestroom, one  


   movement/workshop space?
** lay out and facilities for common room and laundry
* Co-housing principles - which ones? how intense? who decides? how much social engineering by DL?
* privacy versus collectivity - personal sustainability in a demanding, complex community
* Rules for private gardens/semi public courtyards and public areas - who decides?
* income earning cluster - using some aspects of the cluster to generate some income to pay for collective responsibilities

All of these points - and probably many more need to be addressed and require more discussion than we have been able to have.

Next Steps:
1) Regular group meditation for the Magic Triangle development where all Duneland Shareholders, future residents and interested parties can come together and do the inner work to manifest it in co-creation with grace and abundance.
